Estonia has plenty of culture
mixed with the most incredible nightlife and friendly people. During daylight the old town is full of medieval buildings and
monuments, but don't be deceived, Tallinn may well be the new party capital of Europe! The city is small but it's got clubs,
pubs and bars filled with the gorgeous, friendly locals and tourists alike. The Old Town in Tallinn is where the action takes
place and of course that's where your 3* hotel will be. Tallinn is also a cheap place to eat, drink and have a good time so you
get great value for money.

Tournament structure depends on how many teams participating. If we have 6 teams we will
have two groups of three teams. Matches tend to last around 50 minutes to an hour.
Matches are 6-a-Side but roll on/roll off substitutes are allowed. Squads of 10 are the norm.
6 overs are bowled by six different players. The bowlers who bowl must be the players that
also bat. Substitute fielders are permitted.

Every run that is run counts as double. Every wide or no-ball counts as 3 runs with no extra
ball. 4's and 6's can be scored and local rules dictate that should you hit a moose or a cross
country skier an additional 6 runs is scored!

Only one pad, the front pad, needs to be worn. The ball used is a Windball

One umpire is used and he or she will keep the score via the score sheet

During the competition the non semi finalists will be drawn in a Plate Competition.

All teams that take part in the first game must toast the wicket by taking a vodka shot.
Sauna and an ice plunge pool is available should it be required. A bar and outdoor food tent
with hot wine is also provided, as well as fires to warm yourself by.

Prize ceremony is in a selected Tallinn restaurant. Ceremony will include Man of the Match
awards, specific fines, as well as certificate presentation.

Don't forget though that you have to play cricket, so the more you can move the better. It is essential to have adequate
insurance for your trip and Endsleigh have very kindly agreed to insure everyone who plays Ice Cricket in Tallinn for £23 over
4 days. Policy details can be sent on request or you can view them online at www.Tours4Sport.com. You also need your
passport and EHIC (the new E111). You will receive a tour organisers checklist well in advance to ensure that you have all the
tour administration in hand.

Dinner begins at 8.00pm at
Peppersak Restaurant in the old town square where fines, prizes and certificates will be
handed out.
